Lesson Plan

Performance: The Magic School Bus—Live!
Grade Level: 5th Grade


Subject: Science/Music
Materials: Grand Kids pre-performance DVD, white cardstock, pencils, markers
Science

a. Describe the relationship between music and the other arts. 

Objective: Students will create a postcard depicting problems of global warming and solutions to fight against global warming as seen in the musical.
Focus/Review: Students will discuss global warming.  Students will view the GrandKids DVD.

Teacher Input: The teacher will lead the class in a discussion of what global warming is and why it is destructive to our planet.  The class will create a KWL chart.  
Guided Practice: The students will research global warming using the website www.fightglobalwarming.com. Students will add new knowledge to the KWL chart.
Independent Practice: Students will view the Grand Kids performance The Magic School Bus—Live!  After viewing the performance, students will add any additional information the KWL chart.  Students will discuss how music was used to present a problem in our world.
Closure: Students will create a postcard.  Draw a line down the middle of the postcard.  On one side, the student will draw a picture of something which causes global warning.  On the other side, the student will draw a picture of something a person can change to fight against global warming.
